CCC report requirements
Below you will find guidelines about what to include in your CCC report.  The requirements are the same for all classes, regardless of level of French/language/length of report.

1. Restaurant visit:

· turn in a receipt and/or menu from the restaurant

· explain the atmosphere of the restaurant, the quality of the food, details of what you ordered, your personal reaction

· explain what you learned about French cooking, the regional connections of the food you ate

· explain what your learned about French culture
2. Home meal preparation:

· plan and prepare a meal of at least two to three courses

· prepare and serve the meal on your own (some help in the way of suggestions/directions from parents is OK, as long as you actually do the cooking)

· in your report, write about your process, challenges, how it turned out, the regional connections of the food you made

· include pictures and comments (in English) from your family/guests and include copies of your pre-approved recipes (cookbooks in classroom)
                  -    explain what you learned about French culture
3. Music performance:

· practice and perform a piece of music by a French composer

· performance can be recorded or performed live(extra credit) for the class/teacher 

· in your report, write about your learning process, and include a biography of the composer  (include a bibliography)

· explain what you learned about French culture

4. Music or Poetry appreciation:

· choose a musician/group/poet 

· listen to or read 2-3 examples of work

· write your own translation/interpretation of one piece of work

· write your personal commentary and reaction to the work

· important information about the musician/poet

                  -     explain what you learned about French culture

5. Movie:

· watch the film

· in your report, write a description of the characters, summary of the plot, and your personal reaction to the film

· important information about the director/actors/film success and/or history

· explain what you learned about French culture/history

6. Museum/Concert/Theatre visit:

· visit/attend the exhibit/performance

· in your report, write a summary that includes plenty of details concerning works/plot/etc. of what you saw/experienced and turn in your ticket
· write your personal reaction to the exhibit/performance
· important information about the artists/musicians/etc.

· explain what you learned about French culture

7. Book Report:

· read your book or short story

· in your report, write a summary of the plot, description of characters, and your reaction to the story

·  important information about the author

· for some French children’s books, you must include a translation (see your teacher)

· explain what you learned about French culture

8. Research Topics:

· read about your topic from at least 3 quality sources

· takes notes in your own words

· write a report in you own words based on your notes

· include a bibliography and your notes with your report

· explain what you learned about French culture

9. Other:

· see your teacher for guidance

***For all reports:

1. Academic honesty is essential.  All your reports must be written in your own words.  Any evidence of plagiarism, use of an electronic translator, or help from others will be considered cheating.
2. Pre-approval of your project by the teacher is required in order to receive any credit.

3. A parent signature is required at the bottom of your report paper.

4. Length and language of your report varies by course level.  Follow your teacher’s instructions.

5. Include a bibliography with your report.
