World Language Code of Ethics

Philosophy –

The goal of language learning is to reach a competent level of independence in your ability to communicate effectively with others.  You must be able to rely on yourself in order to function intelligently when using the language.  Therefore, academic honesty is critical in all assignments, both written and oral.  Your level of confidence and comfort will increase in direct relation to your own effort and responsibility.

Accountability –

As you progress through your language study, you will be expected to show increasing proficiency.  Many types of assessments will require you to use the language without outside resources.  Exams throughout your course work, as well as specific exams for AP, IB, and university placement will demand a high level of competency.

Using Resources –

The following principles are to be followed at all times!

1. Appropriate documentation of all sources.  See Ms.Bell in the LMC for information on how to document sources.

2. Appropriate dictionary use (paper or electronic - Larousse). You may look up individual words to use in sentences of your own creation.  You may not use translations of entire phrases and/or passages.

3. Do not use translator programs/apps on the computer/internet/phone.
4. Do not copy from other students, texts, or sources of any kind.  Your work must be your own work.

5. Be responsible for knowing the difference between asking for help and asking for answers.

Consequences – 

Consequences for dishonesty can be severe.  Depending on the type of offense, the following may occur:

1. Loss of credit 

2. Parent/Guardian contact

3. Administrative  referral

4. Lower term/semester grade

5. Guilty conscience

6. Lost learning opportunity

7. Other
